“THE HOMESTEAD” Log Home Shell, by Dream Crafters, 28 by 32 feet with a Master Bedroom & Master Bath added to the left end of the log shell with approximately 18”/21” diameter logs, has a spacious Great Room, Kitchen, and Breakfast Nook/Dining Room on the main floor.  Other features include a loft with Two Bedrooms & Bath, with enough extra space that can be used as an informal living space or partitioned off to create a quiet space, or study/library.

This 1-1/2 story log home shell makes great use of its up to 2,224+ sq ft of living space, with 1,792 sq ft making up the main floor and second floor, and over 432 sq feet to the Private Master Bedroom & Bath added to the main floor.  The Eastern White Pine Logs used in this log home shell, have approximately 18”/21” butts and 13”/15” tips, and are of high quality. *The two car garage can be added on at extra cost*.
This Scandinavian Full Scribe log Shell is fully handcrafted using shrink-to-fit saddle notches at each corner, and full length logs with no butt joints, and with hand scribed cove, carved out by skilled craftsmen to give tight seams.  Exceptional handcrafted logwork throughout The Homestead eliminates the need for caulk or chinking.  The logs are hand-peeled to preserve the natural color, taper, and character of each log.

At Dream Crafters we specialize in using large-diameter, full length, old growth pine logs. We believe the trees our logs are cut from need to be healthy trees. If the tree is dead, what ever killed the tree would then be in your new log home. Our crafting method takes advantage of the natural character and contour of live, healthy trees.

After selection, hand peeling with a spud, and washing, each log is then carefully hand scribed, using the Scandinavian Full-Scribe Method, to fit the log below. This full length log method eliminates mid wall splices that always seem to allow water and light infiltration.

Our Craftsmen then hand carve each shrink-to-fit saddle notch and full length linear cove to such close tolerance that their unmatched quality of craftsmanship eliminates the need for caulk, or chinking, for the life of the log work.

Shrinkage, not a problem. As in the best tradition we use slip joints above all windows, all exterior doors, and all interior walls. This eliminates the problems of shrinkage, giving you a trouble free Log Shell by Dream Crafters.

Why the Scandinavian Full-Scribe Method? Many log homes in the Scandinavian countries are over a thousand years old and still being lived in today. This method of building is hurricane and tornado resistant. Need I say more?

Below is a partial list of log details:

· 18”/21” dia. healthy Eastern White Pine Logs (butts) with 13”/15” tips (approx.)

· 22.1 R-factor (avg wall thickness 17”) (8% thermal mass credit) = +1.77 = 23.7 R-factor *far higher than the avg. home with a wall r-factor of just 13*

· Full length logs

· Shrink-to-fit saddle notches (weather resistant and will shed water)

· All logs will be treated with non-toxic borates during washing

· All floor joists to be flattened on one side for flooring of second floor

· One King Post Truss with perlins and posts (aprox. 20” dia logs)

· Foot print 28’* 32’ main house with built on 8’ log porch

· Foot print 18’*24’ added Master Bedroom & Bath

· 2224 total SQ/Ft

· All key-ways for windows and doors

· Each sill log has its own drip lip carved in

· 10’ high walls

· All logs to be inspected by TPI (Timber Product s Inspection Inc.)
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
